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Abstract

This study aims to identify and analyze the socio-demographic determinants of
poverty in Algeria, based on data from the 2019 Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey
(MICS6). Using a descriptive-analytical approach and an Ordinal Logistic Regression
model, the impact of variables such as the household head’s educational level, age,
gender, place of residence, and geographical region on the level of well-being was
examined. The results showed that educational level, age, place of residence, and
geographical region have a statistically significant impact on poverty. Higher education
and urban residence decrease the likelithood of poverty, while rural residence and living
in southern regions increase it. Households headed by younger individuals were found
to be more vulnerable to poverty. The gender of the household head did not show a
significant impact. The study recommends adopting multi-dimensional policies focusing

on education and balanced regional development to combat poverty.
